Universal support is high quality teaching with
some ordinarily available provision and is for all
children regardless of SEN status. 
 
Targeted support is for some children who may
not have made expected progress and may be
small group work.

Specialist support is for a few children who may
have a diagnosis or EHCP and may need
additional support to make progress.
